Assessment For Learning
Assessment for learning is intended to give students an idea of how well they achieving a learning outcome.  It will usually have some feedback which describes what and how improvement can be made.  This type of assessment can have the most dramatic effect on students’ achievement and therefore is important for students to complete.  Assessment for learning will not be “graded” or used for calculating final grades in a course.  Examples include daily practice exercises, drafts of research assignments, laboratory activities used to demonstrate or discover a scientific idea, practice tests, etc.

Assessment of Learning
Assessment of learning is what we typically know as a measure of how well students are achieving learning outcomes and is often reported using percentage marks.  This type of assessment is only done once students have had a chance to practice.  Students are encouraged to hand in these assessments on or before announced deadlines.  If additional time is needed, students should approach their teacher to ask for an extension.  While no marks will be deducted for a late assignment, all outstanding assignments must be handed in before the end of a reporting period or a zero will be assigned.  Examples include quizzes, tests, presentations, research articles, laboratory reports, posters, etc.

Tests

Each unit will have a unit test. Students must write all unit tests. If an illness or an extreme emergency prevents a student from writing a test, the student must consult with the instructor by the next class.  If a student anticipates being absent for a test, it may be possible to write it at an alternate time.  See the instructor.  Tests are the property of the instructor for evaluation purposes.  Students who are authorized to make-up a missed test will write the test at an agreed upon time. 

Laboratory
Unsafe laboratory practices are not tolerated. A student who intentionally behaves in an unsafe manner will be asked to leave the laboratory. Laboratory reports must be completed individually.

Class Schedule
Classes may be rescheduled to accommodate the needs of students or the instructor.  This will only happen with the agreement of all parties and is subject to availability of classroom space.
